Its been wonderful to see the children enjoy this term’s new topic, How Will We  

Get There? These are some of the activities they have enjoyed in school along  

with learning about wintertime. 

  Nursery 2:  

 Role Play in the Pit Stop Café! What is your role? Who is your character? What will 

happen next? Develop play with friends, sharing ideas, resources and using resources 

carefully.  

 On the Construction Site—small world play with sand, wooden blocks and 

vehicles. 

 Drawing Club—in Nursery we LOVE Drawing Club! We’ve used a few sto-

ries based on the main characters going on adventures! They have helped 

children learn about different settings. Over the next few weeks children will 

learn vocab such as embark, mount, transit, eruption, recuperate! 

 In PE children have been to lots of exciting adventures, which encouraged 

them to travel in different ways and at different speeds. They have explored 

balancing and using benches to travel along them using their own ideas and on  

their tummy, back and feet. 

 Children will be enjoying train stories to enhance learning about different places and 

settings 

 In maths children will be subitising amounts <3. so they will begin to see 1/2/3 as a 

quantity without needing to count and even begin to explain how they know it is 1/2/3 

and not another amount! 

 Children have used junk modelling materials and tools to make bird feeders and models 

of different vehicles. We will encourage them to think about what part of the vehicle it 

is and what it is used for as well as thinking about what they will use to represent it 

and why.  

 To help them develop better hand control when mark making children will be shown 

how to complete dot-to dot pictures

      With the help of teachers and older children the focus has mainly been on learning 

about our new environment, having a go at new activities,, finding out about our nurse-

ry day and routines and building relationships with staff and other children.
